Although the cultural heritage sites with
indigenous culture and tradition have been
safeguarded for generations, many of them face
dangers of being destroyed or seriously damaged
due to a shortage of human resources and funds
for protection; global environmental changes; and
human-induced causes.

In response to the requests for further cooperation
in the field of cultural heritage protection from
Asia-Pacific countries, ACCU Nara Office was
established in 1999 at Nara, a focal point of research
on Japanese cultural properties, in cooperation
with the Agency for Cultural Affairs, Japan,
the Nara Prefectural Government and Nara City
Government.

Since then, many experts in Asia-Pacific countri
have participated in the training courses fi
human resources development, one of the ACC
Nara Office’s leading programmes. The:
